Flash Player Eight and Nine Security enhancement issues

As a result of the changes made by Adobe (formerly Macromedia) to the security model applied to local Flash content with the release of Flash Player 8, users with Flash 8 or above, and Internet Explorer as their default browser, may experience problems when navigating certain Flash-based programs. Buttons may “mouseover” but nothing will happen when they are clicked.  It also might be impossible to exit the program without using Alt-F4 or Ctrl-Alt-Delete.

If you have Flash Player 8 or greater installed on your computer you may need to perform one of the following fixes.

Fix One

Make adjustments to the Global Security Settings via the Macromedia/Adobe website.  This fix only affects the current user account of the machine so will have to be repeated for each user.

Go to www.macromedia.com/support/documentation/en/flashplayer/help/settings_manager04.html
You should now see the  ‘Global Security Settings Panel’.  If you can’t see it, click the tab with the picture of the padlock.  Then simply select the “Always allow” option and close the window.  

You should now find that Flash-based programs on your hard drive will function correctly.

Fix Two

Create a config file so that Flash will “trust” the affected content.  This fix affects all users of the computer.

Create a directory here: C:\Windows\system32\Macromed\Flash\FlashPlayerTrust
 

You might have a directory called “WINNT” rather than “Windows”, so use this if appropriate.
 

In Notepad, create a file which lists the paths of the directories whose content you wish to trust.  For instance "C:\Program Files" (without quotes).  Save this file (you can call it anything you like) in the folder, FlashPlayerTrust, which you've just created.  Make sure you save it with UTF-8 encoding (an option in the “Save as…” dialogue box).  
 

Finally, change the filename extension from ".txt" to ".cfg".
 

 

You should now find that Flash content in the chosen directory should function correctly.
