[Background information ]

On Learner’s Book page 10, learners are introduced to the human skeleton, beginning with a recap of their
existing ideas. The activities on Learner’s Book pages 10 and 11 give you the opportunity to assess
learners’ understanding of the skeleton. You can then address any misconceptions or, where correct
reinforce and extend their knowledge. This ensures that you know about learners’ existing ideas in order to
move the class forward, in terms of the mastery approach.

The skeleton is the structure inside our body that is made up of bones. Animals (including humans) that
have a backbone (spine) are known as vertebrates. The skeleton has three functions, which are to provide
support, allowing humans to stand; to protect vital internal organs such as the heart, lungs and brain; and
to allow movement.

Scientists across the world speak different languages. In order for all scientists to understand one another,

they use Latin — the universal language that enables scientists to read the same words (such as the names
of parts of the body).

[Starter activity suggestions ]

e Talk about the backbone and ask learners for ideas about why it is so important. Encourage learners to
give you a definition of a vertebrate.

e Show learners the Unit 1 digital resource video clip: Dancing skeleton. Ask learners to think about the
importance of the skeleton in the human body. In small groups, they should write three reasons why we
have a skeleton and then report back to the class. They should think about why the skeleton is important
and what it does, using the word ‘function’ to describe the job of the skeleton.

Page 10 Talk partners Give learners, working in pairs, a set amount of time (such as five minutes) to write
down the names of as many bones as they can. Choose one pair to share their list with the class.

You may need to ask learners to close the Learner’s Book before
completing the task. The aim is for you to find out what they know about the skeleton before they complete
Activity 1 on page 11.
